Rationale
A student will be awarded a score of 1 to 5 for their attitude and effort in each class.

•	 Level 5 is for those students who show exceptional attitude and effort in a given week;
•	 Level 4 is above the average expectations of a learner;
•	 Level 3 is good and the expected level for all students;
•	 Level 2 is below average;
•	 Level 1 is of concern.

Students who consistently strive for excellence and model the qualities of an engaged, inquisitive and curious learner  
are recognised accordingly. This approach supports ongoing progress and is intended to strengthen student motivation 
and promote positive learning behaviours.

•	 consistent participation and contribution in class;
•	 completes classwork and homework in a timely manner;
•	 usually seeks assistance and/or extension work when appropriate;
•	 is consistently helpful, co-operative and collaborative in class;
•	 is usually polite, courteous and respectful.

•	 reliably participates and contributes in class – sometimes needs to be called upon  
but will contribute thoughtfully when asked;

•	 is generally polite and courteous.
